ART LESSON

We can see thousands of children's drawings or paintings but none exhibition will tell us what precedes each of these works, meaning the lesson in which the task was first announced, search of the plan, disputes or sketches. The idea that flashed suddenly. The drafts, searches of the composition, color or harmony... And finally, the result that is the child’s creative work together with the co-creation of his teacher.

An author and his teacher, a child and his pedagogue who shared their ideas and worked, created and empathized together... The point that seems to be interesting to everyone here is how much work is put in the project by each of them, what emotions they shared, what techniques and paints tried, what was the approach they used to find the only solution that would satisfy both of them. All these manifestations comprise a creative act, a single and large lesson for each of them. Now tell us about it!

Thus, we propose each of art educators worldwide to tell about themselves, about his/her student, the methodology used, and the psychology of his/her work, about their educational and creative ideas and discoveries using a single child’s drawing or painting as an example. Believe me, it would be interesting to read your story for thousands of your colleagues all over the world! And it would be still more exciting to see not just an ordinary exhibition of children's drawings & paintings, but an exhibition that would provide an opportunity of looking “behind the scenes” of the creation process to observe the picture and trace, step by step, the way both the child and the teacher work on it.

We want the Contest has become accessible to every art teacher worldwide, so we provided the participation in it to be free and comfortable to the greatest possible extent. The Contest is open to teachers representing schools of every type. Neither the range of art techniques nor the types of materials used to create the works or the topics selected are limited. The size of the report is either unlimited. The Contest works are accepted in electronic form (for the exhibitions their authors’ posters with photographs will be printed).

All the text materials will be published in special proceedings, and the illustrative materials will be collected in DVD dist kits. A color catalog of the contest will be published. On the Internet (website www.art-teachers.ru) there will be designed an exhibition of all the works submitted to the contest. Members of the International Jury will estimate both the drawings/paintings themselves and the techniques used, so the prizes will be awarded to both the children and the teachers. Regarding the results of International Contest, a series of travelling exhibitions will be carried out in various countries of the world.

REGULATION ON
THE WORLD CONTEST FOR DRAWINGS & PAINTINGS AND THE TECHNIQUES USED
ART LESSON

1. GENERAL PROVISIONS

1.1. The World Contest for Drawings & Paintings and the Techniques Used is held by an international non-profit public organization “Teachers’ of Art Union”.

1.2. The Contest is an open free event for teachers of arts from all types of schools.

1.3. Purposes of the Contest:

- representation and popularization of the existing experience, recognition and promotion of art teachers;

- stimulation of children's creativity, and talent support;

- providing teachers with opportunities to demonstrate their intellectual and creative potential, their creative abilities in competitive activities at an international level;

- providing opportunities for international exchange of the experience gained by art teachers;

1.4. Objects of the Contest:

- to enhance and encourage professional and creative activities of art teachers;

- to promote the synthesis and spread of experience gained by art teachers;

- to promote greater interaction among art teachers to improve their professional and creative levels;

- formation of a positive assessment and elevation of the image of the art teaching profession both in the society and at international level;

 establishment of a unified electronic database of creative lessons (i.e., the teaching methods) for international exchange of experience and using new pedagogical techniques in teaching practice.

1.5. The Contest is held from February 1, 2014 to November 1, 2014

2. PARTICIPATION IN THE CONTEST, NOMINATIONS AND REQUIREMENTS FOR THE CONTEST WORKS.

2.1. The participation in the Contest is free.

2.2. To participate in the Contest an applicant submits the following documents:

- scanned original application signed by the teacher and his student (his legal representative);

- text of a report written following the requirements;

- 3 to 7 step by step photographs reflecting the process of creating the picture;

- a photograph of the ready creative work;

- a joint photograph of the teacher and the student.

2.3. The nominations are determined by the age of the author as below:

- 1 to 5 years;

- 5 to 7 years;

- 7 to 10 years;

- 11 to 14 years;

- 15 to 18 years;

2.4. The text of the report submitted for the Contest is to be sent in MS Word format in Russian or English. The report is written in free form, though the following parts are obligatory:

- introductory part about the teacher and the student (a brief description of the author’s teaching experience, an information on the student, the starting point of their joint work, psychology of the communication, and the difficulties);

- methodological part (characteristic of the task of the creative work including its theme, goals, objectives, solutions proposed by the teacher, and pedagogical ideas that the teacher wanted to implement in the course of the performance);

- creative part (a detailed description of the creative process encompassing its stages, duration, discussions initiated in the course of the work, design changes, and improvement of the composition and/or general coloristics, the range of painting/drawing techniques and the list art materials used for the work, etc. The description should correlate with the step by step photographs submitted for the Contest (each photograph should be accompanied by the respective paragraph);

- research section (solution of the methodical and creative tasks delivered, an issue of art education that interests the author, ideas, arguments and conclusions regarding the theory, methods, history and psychology of the teaching practice, and questions, the answers to which the author was seeking in the course of the creation process);

- final part (the obtained result of the work, to what extent it differs from the original concept, and summarizing of the results with respect to implementation of the teaching technique used).

2.5. Photographs are to be sent in JPG format (the size is not less than 1 MB, 1000 px along the smaller side each). The files containing the step by step images should be indicated with figures from 1 to 7. The filenames with other photos should differ from the above ones.

2.6. The application for participation in the Contest must be downloaded in site www.art-teachers.ru. The whole set of the Contest documents must be sent to the email address art-lesson@yandex.ru in the period from February 1 to February 1, 2015.

2.7. Contest materials must not contradict international standards of ethics and law. Copyrights for the materials are retained by Contest participants, the Organizing Committee is entitled to publish them in the Contest Proceedings and advertizing materials accompanying the Contest. The responsibility for compliance with copyrights of third parties is placed up on the authors of the works, which is confirmed by the authors when completing the accompanying documents.

3. PROGRESS OF THE CONTEST AND CONCLUSIONS

3.1. All the reports submitted to the Contest are published in a series of Proceedings of the Contest. The priority of publication is determined by the date when the application containing the Contest complete documentation set is accepted. The organizers reserve the right to reduce the contest reports submitted for publication to 10,000 symbols.

3.2. Upon the receipt and handling of the Contest documents the creative works will be published on the website www.art-teacher.ru.

3.3. Upon the completion of handling all the applications received by the deadline, a set of summarized materials of the Contest will be compiled, including a series of Proceedings with the reports, a kit of DVD disks containing the full-text versions of all the materials and images, and a color Catalog of the Contest. Upon the request each participant can order any of the above final materials. Members of the public organization “Teachers’ of Art Union” will have the Proceedings with their reports free of charge.

3.4. The Contest results will be announced before March 1, 2015.

3.5. The final international exhibition of the Contest will take place in March, 2015.

3.7. In 2015 a series of the Contest traveling exhibitions will be organized in various countries of the world.

3.8. Before April 1, 2015 a range of electronic documents including personal Certificates of Participation in the Contest (for the student and his teacher individually), a Certificate for Publication of the report and Certificates of Participation in exhibitions will be sent to every participant.
